Joe Trungale Addressed the BRCC October Meeting
 
          Joe Trungale, President of Trungale Engineering and Science, reviewed his study of the in-stream flow needs of 
the Brazos River at the October meeting of the BRCC – Hood.  His study was commissioned by the Friends of the Brazos 
in response to a request by the BRA for a permit for increased water sales.  The report is the basis of testimony he 
presented at TCEQ hearings on the request by the BRA.  His findings suggest that the proposed level of water extraction 
will cause periods when the river will be dry.  Joe said that in his testimony he presented the position of the Friends of the 
Brazos that the permit must require the BRA consider the impact of water sales upon the in-stream flow.  The BRA is 
resisting the inclusion, suggesting that the issue should be negotiated after the permit is granted.  Mr. Trungale and the 
Friends of the Brazos are continuing to monitor the progress of the permit application as it moves through the bureaucracy 
of the TECQ.

FYI: The minutes of an Oct. 8 meeting with Brian Boerner (City of FW Environmental Mgr.) and the League of Women 
Voters Env. Committee (Tarrant Co.). See Word.doc
 
Liane Janovsky was present and added these additional comments:
 
Other jewels of information from Boerner:
- He opposes frac water pipelines running through the city because the salty water is corrosive and will eat away the pipes, 
causing damaging leaks. He didn’t want a spiders web of salt water pipe snaking through the city. But, natural gas isn’t 
corrosive, and only causes trouble when people initiate accidents (like running over and damaging the pipelines), so he can 
live with that (even if we cant);
- The city will offer Grants of Privilege to water haulers, allowing them license to prowl the streets in exchange for license 
fees that will be used for road repairs;
- Drillers pay a Bond to the City to cover potential damages caused by boring and the initial frac process the Bond is 
refunded after the well is bored and need not be held by the City for the life of the well;
- FW will try to get Granbury and Gainesville to take the corrosive frac water for internment in their waste facilities (i.e. let 
them drill the injection wells to poison their water table);
- Air quality was only raised as an issue in the context of how much air pollution is created when you haul water from Village 
Creek in the FW-Arlington area to DFW to frac the DFW wells;
- The injection well moratorium will continue for at least 6 more months while FW tries to figure out what to do with the waste 
water;
- FW will try to create its own rules and regs on injection wells because the TRCC interprets their state-level rules perhaps 
too broadly (in favor of the drillers).
